7 die as Iowa tornadoes flatten homes

WINTERSET, IOWA (AP) — Seven people were killed when several tornadoes swept
Saturday night through lowa, destroying dozens of homes in the state’s deadliest storm in more
than a decade, authorities said.

Emergency Management Director Diego Ayala said four were injured and six were
killed when one tornado touched down southwest of Des Moines, the capital of lowa, near the
town of Winterset around 4:30 p.m. Among those killed were two children under the age of 5
and four adults.

In Lucas County, about 54 miles southeast of Des Moines, officials confirmed one death
and multiple injuries after another tornado struck less than an hour later. A number of homes
and businesses were destroyed, and roads were blocked by utility lines and tree branches
brought down by the strong winds.

The tornadoes likely caused more than $1 billion in damages and around another $1
billion in relief efforts and recovery.

Since the very earliest of times poisons have been used as a means for settling old scores
and for executing criminals.
