Gender issues. Sjamsiah Achmad of the Indonesian Institute of Technology in Jakarta, who chaired gender issues session, noted “it’s the first time the issue has entered the world science agenda.”

Another Indonesian delegate, Wati Hermawati, welcomed the call to develop gender indicators. She will work at the national Focal Point for Gender Science and Technology to develop gender indicators on, for example, participation, education, and career structures. “ UNESCO has already announced its intention to fund a science and technology network for Arab women. Another group is currently negotiating a support network in Jakarta to serve the Indonesian and Pacific Region.
